The beginning of the natural classroom Tinniyom
Classroom

Khun Mon mentioned, “/n the past, we called
ourselves as the Tinniyom gang, a group of kids led by
Khun Mon. We’ve been doing this for activity a decade
now, learning about our home, planting rice, catching
insects, making dessert, exploring the forest, and
understanding lifestyle in our community, Chiang Dao
District. Initial stage of the activity, we focus on local
people born in the district. In fact, it is not only local
people developing the district, but others who were not
born in the district but concern about the area are able
to contribute community development. That’s why we
formed another group called the Tinniyom group. It
includes people who prefer living in the place. Members
are composed of adults, teenagers, working individuals
and retired collaborating development for creating value

of a community by building classrooms, and inviting
friends to engage, learn, and understand the resources
in local area. What kind of natural resources do we have?
Are they sufficient to cook or arrange as an attractive
place? This led to establish the Chiang Dao Classroom in
2019, in Chiang Dao District, Mr. Kata Mahakayi or Khun
Oak, is a cofounder. This activity aims to invite residents
in community participate and learn good practices in
the community. | have never envisioned. But when Khun
Pearypie joined this activity, new ideas emerged. The
activity has been mobilized from urban consumers.”

Khun Mon is a scientist and gains knowledge
on scientific infomation. But in this case, the activity
promotes learning easy and fun. It relies on various
processes in the matter of art and beauty. Khun Pearypie
plays an important role in this section.




Khun Pearypie said.

Learning activities arranged in the classrooms
were quite different from others by involving all five
senses (sight, taste, smell, sound, and touch) to shape
activities. There were tools designed to help link human
learning with nature and the community, along with
the companionship of fellow learners. Khun Oak, Katha
Mahakayi from the Ban Maladaradat team, participated
and created activities through involving the five senses.

Khun Pearypie describes the popular classroom or
Tinniyom Classroom, a natural educational space. In fact,
the primary classroom is hold on the rainy season due to
quite comprehensive ecosystem. The term
doesn’t only refer to those born in Chiang Dao, but it
for anyone from other place who pays attention and
wants to contribute to development of Chiang Dao.
As Khun Pearypie recognizes the area’s potential and
value. | distribute news and identity of the area with
plans networks in other provinces. Each camp session
accommodates about twenty participants and comes in
various sizes: S for half-day workshops, M for one-day
events, L for three-day two-night camps, and extended
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festivals for five to seven days. The overarching concept
is broad umbrella encompassing distinct programs. For
instance, the Chiang Dao Classroom is focused on the
local ecosystem during the rainy season and shifted to
another community during winter due to Chiang Dao’s
diverse landscape. Moreover, we also have a Chom
Thong Classroom in Chom Thong District, Pele’s home,
one of the local members. In the future, we will expand
to friends’ homes in other provinces, such as Sakon
Nakhon Classroom, Dong Mafai Classroom, or Amphawa
Classroom. The core principle is connecting people
with nature and local lifestyles. Each camp season has
a unique theme — mushroom for the rainy season and
bee during summer. Activities encompass daily hikes,
immersing participants in the forest to experience nature
directly, using all five senses. This practice nurtures
openness and understanding, allowing participants
to appreciate nature’s subtleties and its role in the
world. For instance, stepping on wet ground or hard
sand reveals previously unexplored sensations. Hiking
enhances visual perception as well. While a forest might
show predominantly green, closer examination reveals
countless shades and nuances. Khun Pearypie excels
in discussing natural colors, dyeing fabrics and using
colors from natural sources for various purposes. On
the other hand, Khun Mon imparts scientific knowledge
about ecology, biology, microorganisms, fungi, plants,
herbs, and seasonal foods. Each day is filled with
workshops and a variety of activities. The ultimate goal
is to ensure that the presentation and processes are
engaging, easy to understand, and enjoyable thereby
fostering positive energy among the participants. The
approach combines local wisdom with nature, returning
participants to a childlike wonderment and creating an
enchanting classroom experience that are charmful for
all attendees.




Khun Mon added.

In addition to provide knowledge about nature,
the success of these classrooms has also stimulated
economic activity in the area. The local hotels,
restaurants, and residents have experienced in increasing
income as a result.

Sustainable tourism by following Tinniyom’s leader

Khun Pearypie told that wherever she goes, she
always makes plan and bring somethings to engage in
activities with her. Even on a private trip to Lipe Island,

she brought indigo to teach local villagers applying tie-
dye techniques. Even during her diving trips, she doesn’t
just capture pictures of beautiful fish. Instead, she
actively engages with a conservationist and participates
in diving with a clear purpose.

On Dr. Mon’s side, she employs the nature
classroom to reflect upon the inherent natural essence
within people, aiming to guide them back to reconnect
with nature and coexist in a continuous and supportive
manner.

Everyone comprehends nature and recognizes
environmental system significance. When everyone uses
nature as a classroom, understands it with respect and
comprehends its importance and value, a desire emerges
to preserve it by applying one’s own potential. This leads
to sustainability.

If we transform our approach to sustainable
tourism, we would preserve tourism resources over
time attractively. This ensures conserving our cultural
heritage and traditions, which are locally Thai unique
and transfer to next generations.
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
